	Personal/Cultural Relevance to Students

“Exploring Indian identity, both self and tribal, [this novel is a] chronicle of Arnold Spirit, aka Junior, a Spokane Indian from Wellpinit, WA. The bright 14-year-old was born with water on the brain, is regularly the target of bullies, and loves to draw. He expects disaster when he transfers from the reservation school to the rich, white school in Reardan, but soon finds himself making friends . . . Meeting his old classmates on the court, Junior grapples with questions about what constitutes one's community, identity, and tribe.”  Chris Shoemaker, New York Public Library.  My students are negotiating adolescence, attempting to forge adult identities.  They struggle with many of the same issues as Junior: split between two worlds, poverty, and individual v. group identity.



	Social Significance—Real World Connection and Application

Identity development is the major task adolescence.

	Instructional Strategies (e.g. arts integration, technology integration, journaling, graphic organizers, etc)

Students will use graphic organizers, will research using the Internet, will brainstorm, will participate in guided and individual reads, and will outline.

The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian is a book that provides many avenues through which to explore culture and language.  
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	 Strategies for Inclusion of Multiple Perspectives

Students select images that symbolize themselves.  They are given the opportunity to use technology and present their powerpoint according to their preferred methods.



	Strategies for Inclusion/ Differentiated Instruction

Mixed ability level grouping; oral reading; paired brainstorms; technology inclusion.



	Describe Procedure(s) for Conducting Activity (Teacher Procedures):

1. Students will brainstorm a list of as many adjectives, adverbs, and nouns that describe themselves

2. Students will brainstorm items that symbolize some aspect of their personalities

3. Students will search online for images that symbolize who they are.

4. Students will use powerpoint to construct a presentation combining images.  

5. For each image students will write a short narrative that explains how the image symbolizes themselves.

6. Students will present powerpoints to classmates
