In week(s) building up to this activity, we have already finished reading the text.

We have had time to explore the different strategies—tableau, etc.

TL are placed in small groups.  Each group has a “juicy scene” from the text.  Each group pulls a strategy out of the hat.  The groups have time to discuss the elements of each scene…The are encouraged to look at what’s underneath the lines.  They are given time to brainstorm and refine their specific piece for presentation.  Finally, they perform/ present to the class and share their views, and receive feedback.

This all takes place over 3-4 days of class time.
