Student Objectives:


Students will be able to…

· Make and assess effectiveness of predictions before, during and after reading

· Identify and label body parts of a. aegypti mosquito

· Apply knowledge of life-cycle of mosquitoes to possible eradification solutions

Assessment(s): 
· Day 3: Anticipation Guide (comp and word knowledge) 

· Day 8: 6-panel Cartoon (features of organisms) – checklist

· Day 11: Mayor Clarkson’s Mosquito Eradication program – checklist

Materials:
Markers, poster paper; 6-panel cartoon sheets, anticipation guide, readings (from An American Plague, as well as other sources of primary documents), science books, etc.

Instructional Activities:

(Specify the instructional activities that students will engage in before, during, and after reading. Include formative & summative assessments.)
Before Reading:  Anticipation Guide – Humors, Blood and Pestilence (Day Three)

· Teacher distributes Anticipation Guide; on overhead, models first question with class

· Individually, and then in pairs, students complete A.G. (best guess is good enough).  Teacher marks classes’ answers on transparency, then directs them to read handout and determine answer. 

· Pairs read, negotiate their answers, then amend their responses on A.G.  

· Teacher goes through A.G. with class.

· For homework, class corrects any incorrect statements

During Reading: 6-panel cartoon – Life Cycle of Disease Bearing Mosquito (Day Eight)

· Teams of three are given colored pencils and 6-panel cartoon charts (or markers and large white paper).

· 8-10 mosquito books are in room.  Each group chooses one and looks in index for stages in the life of a mosquito.

· Each team will create at least a six-panel cartoon that outlines the life of this one mosquito.

· Stories should have beginnings, middles and ends

· Different parts of the insect or its environment should be labeled

· Life cycle states should be included in the descriptions shown under each drawing

After Reading:  Problem – Solution Graphic Organizer – Solving Mayor Clarkson’s Problem (Day 11)

· Teams are given instructions that they must design a mosquito abatement program for Philadelphia in 1794 (they have miraculously learned of the role of mosquitoes in transmitting viruses).  After reading what Dr. Gorges did in Panama, the teams are to develop a plan for doing the same thing in Philadelphia.

· Teams are given large paper and markers to design their plan and display their steps.  

· Teams present their plans to Town Council, who vote on best plan.  Best design team wins prize (usually, a cool pen or pencil)

Accommodation(s) for students with special needs:
Passages for Mosquito Abatement Program and 6-panel cartoon are read into tape and given to students to listen to; teacher or other expert reader reads to group in room.  Some students may need to work on 4 x 6 cards and then sequence them to find the best ‘fit.’

Technology:

Homework:
· Anticipation Guide -- class corrects an incorrect statements

· Visual Directions – complete six panel cartoon

· Problem – solution graphic organizer, if teams do not finish.



Teacher Reflection
· Once I created the cartoon, the flow of this lesson was so much easier to envision

· Have the kids do the posters if there is time in one day to complete; otherwise, have them do it individually on the paper (for both cartoon and G.O.)

· Use a Gallery Walk at the end to review all the cartoons.  Make sure they get posted in the hall outside of classroom door (GO, too)

· My  local public library had tons of books on mosquitoes at an intermediate reading level.  That’s why I had so many texts to draw from.

· This is all about sequencing and labeling.  Some teams will need visual models to help them envision the products you’ll be asking for.

· I strongly recommend you do the assignments yourself the first time you teach these lessons so that you’ll have a feel for some of the barriers your students will face.  This will also have an added benefit of providing those models some of your students will need(
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
