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Background Information

Luke is not ordinary kid.  He does like to run around in his father's fields and talk to other people but he can't do that often.  Luke is a third child and he isn't allowed.  He lives in a community where there are strict laws on population.  Only two children are allowed in a family.  So, Luke stays hidden but once in awhile he can sneak out to his father's barn or eat meals with his family.  Until now.  A very big housing development is being built behind his house for the rich people  -- or the Barons as Luke calls them.  Trees are knocked down and that is the end of Luke's privacy and safety.  Now he has to stay hidden constantly up in his room in the attic in fear of getting caught by the Population Police.  The only way he can see out is through the gap in his roof.  He has discovered that 23 people leave form the "Baron" development every day.  But today, he sees a light on in the house behind him and a face in the window even though every person has left.  Who is this person?  Luke is desperate to find out and he finally works up the courage to do just that.  The person is Jen and she is also a third child.  Jen isn't afraid of the Population Police or of being a third child, though.  She is determined to make third and fourth and even fifth children legal; and she wants Luke to help her. 

Curricular Connections

Among the Hidden’s themes of totalitarianism, isolation, and the needs to fit in and be accepted are topics that are familiar in a variety of young adult literature.  Literature Circles can be successful when paired with other novels with similar themes, such as The Giver and Gathering Blue by Lois Lowry and Animal Farm by George Orwell.    The topic of complete governmental control can also coincide with Social Science classes; specifically, discussions of the Revolutionary War and why patriots rebelled against the King of England or discussions of World War II and dictators.

Rationale for Text’s Use

Using Among the Hidden in the classroom will introduce to students topics that are not commonly discussed or thought about.  The book’s themes will make students see some societies in a different perspective or even introduce new societies.  The content will improve student’s critical thinking, and increase their vocabulary.  Lastly, with the book being the first in a series of four, students will be inspired to read more so that they may follow the lead character’s life.

Day 2 Lesson Plan – “Living Billboard”

Objective:  Students will envision a phrase in the text and then be able to re-enact the phrase using props and a slogan that shows comprehension and critical thinking.

Step 1:  Students will read Chapter 1.

Step 2:  Students will discuss the quote on page 2, 

“At twelve, he [Luke} knew better, but sometimes still pictured the Government as a very big, mean, fat person, two or three times as tall as an ordinary man, who went around yelling at people, “Not allowed!” and “Stop that!”  It was because of the way his parents and older brother talked: “Government won’t let us plant corn there again.”  “Government’s keeping the prices down.”  “Government’s not going to like this crop.””

Step 3:  Students will discuss what this quote means; what the government is like, what it reminds students of, etc.

Step 4:  Students will be introduced to the “Living Billboard” activity.  Students will be put in groups.  Then, based on the quote, students will use props and have to write a slogan that exemplifies what the Government does.  

Step 5:  Students will be given classtime to discuss the quote and decide how they will act out the quote.  They will then write their slogan and practice their still-life Living Billboard with their chosen props.  

Step 6:  Students will use the props and slogan and act out the quote in a still-life form at the end of class.  Students will be graded according to the “Living Billboard” Performance Rating Scale.
