	Brief Description of the Unit (50-75 words):   This unit will utilize the text Ask Me No Questions, by Marina Budhos to explore immigration, and the status of Muslims in American society after September 11th, 2001. The students will read Ask Me No Questions and a series of news articles related to the topics raised in the novel. They will also meet with representatives of local Chicago agencies who assist undocumented immigrants, and research Islam, Bangladesh, and many immigration related issues. Finally they will complete a service learning project which combines their new knowledge of the plight of immigrants with hands on experience in the community. 

	

	Enduring Understandings (What do you want your students to understand and be able to use ten years from now?)
1) I want my students to understand that people from backgrounds that are unfamiliar to them, such as South Asians, Middle Easterners, or Muslims, are also Americans, and that they do not need to be feared or terrorized.
2) I also want to my students to understand the common elements of the immigrant experience that bind people from seemingly diverse backgrounds world – wide, and throughout American history.
