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Center Materials:


 1 Craft Bag for each student (soap, craft stick, paper towel)


Newspapers


Half sheets of paper


Pens and pencils


Sample Soap Patterns


Sample Carvings


Garbage Can


Paper towels











Directions:


Select a sample pattern or make one of your own on the scrap paper provided.


Take your pattern trace it on to your bar of soap using the sharp end of your craft stick.


Slowly and carefully cut away the soap until you have the lines you made to define your animal.


Round the shape after you’ve made the cuts to establish the outline of your animal.


Add details and texture using the sides and point of your craft stick.


When you have finished carving wet the soap slightly and rub it with your fingers to smooth it out more.





Hints:


Gently does it.  Take too much away and you will break the soap.


Go slow.  You’ll have to make an even smaller animal with the amount left in your bar.


Let your bar rest after 20 minutes or so.  If it gets too warm, it will begin to melt, and break that much easier.


When you are finished, carve your last name on the back and the date.
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
