Weekly Overview

This week we continue work with the students using Guided Reading groups, a Literacy Menu, and Literacy Stations as a way to manage student self-guided behavior.  We complete the reading of the text, and begin to focus on the completion of the individual menu and station items, and begin to move toward the Festival research project.  The students move through the stations in pre-determined amounts of time (approximately 15 minutes per group of 6).
