Questionnaire Results

By high occurrence participants chose the six activities mentioned earlier as being of greatest service to and most responsible for the development of their writing effectiveness.  Here are the prioritized percentages:

1) Coaching to use your own voice (93%)

2) Hearing others’ work read aloud in class (92%)

3) Hearing their own work read aloud in class (90%)

4) Conference with the instructor (84%)

5) Reading aloud in class of literary models (82%)

6) Class recall of your writing (80%)
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
