· Students will share information about the lives of two famous migratory workers activists. (5 minutes)

· Students will summarize what they have learned from the documentary: Teaching Tolerance: Life of Cesar Chavez. (5 minutes)

· Students will review the W column of the KWL and discuss what they wanted to learn from the documentary. (5 minutes)

· Students will write about what they have learned based on the documentary and discussion. They will reflect on unions, boycotts, and non-violent protests in a summary. (10 minutes)
· The KWL document will be the basis for continuing the book. Students will discuss the first five chapters of Breaking Through. They will discuss the characters (while starting to complete the character analysis sheet). The teacher will use chart paper to keep a running list of descriptions of characters in the book. (These will be referred to throughout the unit). (10 minutes)
· The students will draw a Venn diagram in their notebooks. They will compare the experiences of Cesar Chavez and those of Francisco Jimenez. Ideas would include working in the fields, child labor, attending school and college. (10 minutes)
