	Developing a Position 
	 All of the evidence and examples are specific and relevant. Explanations are given that show how each piece of evidence supports the author's purpose.
	Most of the evidence and examples are specific and relevant. Explanations are given that show how each piece of evidence supports the author's purpose. 
	A few of the pieces of evidence and examples is relevant and has an explanation that shows how that piece of evidence supports the author's purpose.
	Some evidence of examples are given, but are irrelevant or do not support the purpose well.
	Evidence and examples are not relevant and/or are not adequately explained.
	  

	Organizing Ideas 
	Arguments and support are provided in a logical order that makes it easy and interesting to follow the author's train of thought.
	Arguments and support are provided in a fairly logical order that makes it reasonably easy to follow the author's train of thought.
	A few of the support details or arguments are not in a logical order, distracting the reader and making the essay seem unclear at times.
	Many of the support details or arguments are not in a logical order, distracting the reader and making the essay seem at times confusing.
