RAFT
(Role/Audience/Format/Topic)

Purpose:

· To engage students in enjoyable and specific writing.

· To help students think about what they have read.

· To infuse imagination, creativity and motivation in a writing assignment.

· To write from a perspective other than that of the student.
· To Integrate information and apply it creatively
· To work strategically with text frames
RAFT is an acronym for 

R – Role of the writer

A – Audience for the writer (To whom are you writing?)

F – Format of the writing (What form will your writing assume?)

T – Topic to be addressed in the writing (What are you writing about?)

Procedure:

· Analyze the important concepts or information that you want students to learn.
· Brainstorm possible roles students could assume in their writing.
· Decide who the audience will be as well as the format for writing.
Getting Started:

· After reading and discussing the reading assignment, list the role, audience, format and topic and either
· Assign all students the same role 
· Offer several different roles from which to choose.
· Students in same small  role group or whole class role group can consider these and other questions:
· Could a person in my role have a choice of several viewpoints on this topic?
· What information (parts of the story) do I need to carefully examine for my role?
· What emotions might I be feeling as I think about this topic?
