Folktales


What knowledge do I need to pass on to keep my culture alive?


How does telling my story keep my culture alive?


What is culture? How do people of the world’s cultures tell stories?


What culture(s) do I belong to?

Frontload


DO:  Tell jokes, tales, urban legends that you know or have heard.


DO:  Tell a folktale that you know or have heard.


ASK: What tales do your folks tell?  What would they never tell?  What old school story needs an update?  What can you tell that your grandmother would never believe?


DO: Read stories from Momentos Magicos and other world folktales.


ASK: Who is the audience for this story?  Who are you telling it to?  What is the story for this audience?  How will you adapt the story for this audience?


ASK: What do you notice about how these stories are organized/structured/shaped?


What gave you something to see?  Sights/imagery.  What got left out?


How does the story sound?  Language/diction.  Who is telling this and what do they sound like?


TELL AND TALK ABOUT:  Stories have a reason to be told; their content is meaningful to the teller and the audience.  Many people tell folktales to save themselves and their culture, educate youth, philosophize, challenge assumptions, explain mysteries of nature and the environment.

Making Learning Visible/Publish!
