Snapshots game: in small groups, students create a “snapshot” of a moment.  Students create three snapshots showing how the moment changes through time.

Student Learning Activities:  Students will fill out a KWL chart on Iran, we will present what we know or think we know based on the text so far, in small groups read some brief facts on Iran, make predictions in journal about the text, read predictions out loud, read some more of the text

Assessments/Evidence of Student Mastery/Products: KWL historical figures mentioned in text, historical overviews, brainstorming a historical moment the students have lived through, small group performances
Student Learning Activities: Students will fill out another KWL chart on historical figures mentioned in the text, students will listen to a brief lecture on history, students will brainstorm as a whole group on an event they’ve all lived through that has affected them in some way.  In small groups they will create a short performance illustrating this effect.
Resources (Materials/Texts/Visuals/Technology):  KWL charts.  Space to move around in.
Homework:  In journal:  write about an event or a phenomena that you’ve lived through that affected you in some way:  physically, emotionally, economically, socially, politically, etc.  Think of our brainstorm list as potential topics--but it could be something that did not make the list.

Assessments/Evidence of Student Mastery/Products: Discussions
Student Learning Activities:  Students will show the class  a panel from the book that took their attention and explain why.  Whole group will begin to discuss what they notice in the panel.  Brief lecture on the composition of comic panels.  Look at sections of How to Draw Comics handout.
Resources (Materials/Texts/Visuals/Technology):

Homework:  Start thinking of a story you could tell in comic book form.  In you journal make a list of the serious and the not serious, personal and impersonal, big events vs, local, personal, or familial events, that you could tell in a comic.
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
