Christopher’s words: the curious incident of the dog in the night-time
1.  “I find people confusing. The first main reason is that they do a lot of talking without using words.  The second main reason is that people often talk using metaphors.-  He was the apple of her eye.”

2.  “I do not tell lies.  Mother used to say that this was because I was a good person.  But it is not because I am a good person.  It is because I can’t tell lies.”
3. “I didn’t know I was going to get into trouble.  I like Wellington (the dog) and I went to say hello to him but I didn’t know that someone had killed him.”

4. “I wonder if the police will find out who killed him and punish the person.”

5.  Mother is in the hospital: “Can we visit her?”  I asked, because I like hospitals.  I like the uniforms and the machines.

6. “I said that I like things to be in a nice order.  I said I wasn’t clever, I was just noticing how things were, and that wasn’t clever.”

7. “I want to find out who killed Wellington.” (a dog)
8.  “It takes me a long time to get used to people I do not know.  

9. “When I got home, I said hello to father, went upstairs to feed Toby, my rat, and felt happy because I was being a detective.”

10. “I don’t like talking to strangers.  But I’m doing detective work.”
11.  Regarding special needs.  “. . . everyone has learning difficulties because learning to speak French or understanding relativity is difficult and also everyone has special needs, like Father, who has to carry a little packet of artificial sweetening tablets around with him to put in his coffee to stop him from getting fat . . . and none of these people are Special Needs, even if they have special needs.”

12. “I am going to prove that I’m not stupid.  Next month I’m going to take my A level in maths and I’m going to get an A grade.”

13.  “When I’ve got a degree in maths, or physics, I will be able to get a job and earn lots of money and I will be able to pay someone who can look after me and cook my meals.”
14. “They (mother and father ) had lots of arguments because of the stress of looking after someone who has Behavior Problems like I have.”

15. “Two of my behavior problems are getting cross when someone has moved the furniture and not like being in really small places with other people.”
16. “I think Mr. Shears probably killed Wellington to make Mrs. Shears sad.  And a murder is usually committed by someone known.” 
17. “Then I could hear that he was crying because his breath sounded all bubbly and wet, like it does when someone has a cold and they have lots of snot in their nose.”
18. “That was because when I was little I didn’t understand about other people having minds.  And Julie said to Mother and Father that I would always find this very difficult.  But I don’t find this difficult now because I decided that it was a kind of puzzle, and if something is a puzzle there is always a way of solving it.”

19. “And when we look at things we think we’re just looking out of our eyes like we’re looking out of little windows and there’s a person inside our head, but we’re not.  We’re looking at a screen inside out heads, like a computer screen.”

20.  “Also people think they’re not computers because they have feelings and computers don’t have feelings.  But feelings are just having a picture on the screen in your head of what is going to happen tomorrow or next year, or what might have happened instead of what did happen, and if it is a happy picture they smile, and if it is a sad picture they cry.”

21.  “I wondered if this was a joke, because I don’t understand jokes, and when people tell jokes they don’t mean what they say.”

22. “I had to get out  of the house straightaway because he had murdered Wellington and that means he could murder me because I couldn’t trust him, even the he had said ‘Trust me,’ because he had told a lie about a big thing.”

23.  “I see everything. That is why I don’t like new places.  If I am in a place I know like home or school, or the bus, or the shop, or the street, I have seen almost everything in it beforehand and all I have to do is to look at the things that have changed or moved.”
24. “People believe in God because the world is very complicated and they think it is very unlikely that anything as complicated as a flying squirrel or the human eye or a brain could happen by chance.”

25.  “And people who believe in God think God has put human beings on the earth because they think human beings are the best animal, but human beings are just an animal and they will evolve into another animal, and that animal will be cleverer and it will put human beings into a zoo, like we put chimpanzees and gorillas into a zoo.”
