	Week One

Students will read about Paul Fleischman. They will discuss his purpose in writing this story. Students will act out his biography. Students will brainstorm for the characteristics of a garden.

Students will read Chapter 2 and discuss why Ana assumes negative things about Kim. How does She feel when she realizes she was wrong? Students will begin a map and list all the countries where seedfolks came ..

Students will make a poster size diagram of their garden and update it as they read. Students will read Chapter #3 “Wendell”. Students will begin to grow Lima beans. They will chart its progress and monitor growth.

	Week Two

Students will read Chapter 5 “Leona”. How did the garbage in the garden benefit her?

	Week Three
