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One Day Lesson for Seedfolks

On the overhead is projected comments and questions from the previous day’s observations by the students. As students enter they are to take out their notebooks and look at the questions and observations. They are to select at least one to write on for about two or three minutes. (For example, if “Leona” had been studied, students may have observed that Leona was brave. Today’s students may then select that observation to develop and give examples of her bravery.)

Students are to participate orally by responding to the questions and observations based on their in class writing. About two to three minutes, maybe more time, will be given for discussion on previous day. 

Next, pass out the books and look for the next character/chapter, “Sam.” Students will be reminded to think about how Sam is connected to other characters. Several students will be asked to read aloud at least one paragraph or more depending upon their fluency level.
(5-10 minutes). 

After the reading students will get into their groups and get their group’s folder from file cabinet to do the following:  Homework is to be stapled together and placed in file: Today’s activity is to draw a physical description of character and any other items that symbolize him (or her), discuss and write short explanation of how character is connected to previous ones, write a letter to him (or her) taking on the role of one of the other characters in the novel or be themselves. (Each member of group should take on only one of the activities and share ideas.) Groups’ unfinished work is to be completed for homework. Folders are to be collected and filed for next day.

The last few minutes of class, students will write on note cards their questions or observations about character/ chapter, in this case “Sam”. These cards will be turned in before the students leave.
