	Guided Practice
	 BEFORE 

1. Students will complete an “argument” Frayer Model  (Word Knowledge)(Activate Prior Knowledge)
2. Students will Pair-Share their models 
3. Back as a class to discuss what an argument is and what it is not. Discuss that if you ask the question “What do you think?” You answer by making a CLAIM. Talk about some examples of CLAIMS. Keep a tally on the board. 
DURING 
1. Quickwrite – Write down three things/issues that can be argued about.
2. Now construct a CLAIM for each thing/issue. Ask yourself this questions for each “What do you think?”(Writing and Comprehension)

3. Going around the room I will ask each to student to share one of their claims.
4. The Claim Game – The room will be divided into two teams. At the front of the classroom will be a bell. I will call out issues/things and the students, when they have a claim, will ring the bell and say their claim. (Comprehension)

AFTER
1. Exit Ticket – Write a list of ten things you cannot construct a claim about. Give me a one sentence reason why for each one. (Word Knowledge and Comprehension)

	BEFORE
1. Students will pick a slip with the What is an argument? Bellringer
2. Find a partner and read aloud to them the two paragraphs and then switch so each person reads it once
3. Answer the following: According to the passage, what is not considered an argument? (Fluency, Word Knowledge, and Comprhension)

4. Discuss as a class 
5. Review argument – Synonyms and antonyms chart on the board
DURING

1. Popcorn – Students will read aloud the sections from Teen Op-Ed articles. If they don’t “popcorn” I will just call out names.
2. We will stop after each passage to identify the author’s claim. 
3. I will take it a step further and ask students to formulate an opposite claim. (Fluency and Comprehension)

AFTER

1. Exit ticket – Respond to the 3 issues we read about and tell me why. “Do you think smoking is a horrible habit?” “Do you think the whole world is in danger from global warming?” “Do you think alcohol abuse leads to violence?” (Writing)
	BEFORE
1. Community Call – What is the difference between a “reason” and “evidence.” (Writing)
2. Discuss: If an argument asks, “What do you think?” what questions does reasons and evidence ask? (Why do you think that? and How do you know your reasons are true?
3. Students will fill in vocabulary squares for the words
DURING

1. Making argument come alive – Find a partner. Students will pick an issue out of a hat (the issues will be things like school dress code, lowering the legal drinking age, etc.) 
2. Together they must decide their claim on the issue.
3. Then they must come up with 2 reasons to support that claim, as well as evidence to support their reason. 
4. The students must then write a short script that contains the claim, reasons, and evidence to perform to the class. For example, the issue is dress code. The scene is two students sitting in a cafeteria and one is trying to convince the other that the school should have a dress code. (Comprehension, Writing, and Fluency)
AFTER

1. Exit ticket – I will pass out a short list of claims – the students must provide one reason for each claim. (Comprehension)
	BEFORE
1. Community Call – What rule would you like to change at school? Why? (Writing)
2. Students will go around and read their answers aloud. (Fluency)

3. We will vote on which rule we would like to discuss further.
4. After we decide on a claim the students will Pair-Share with a partner and come up with at least 2 reasons and the evidence why
DURING

1. Pass out types of evidence GO. Each type of evidence will have an explanation. There is a column for their examples as it pertains to the rule that we decided to talk about
2. Remind them that evidence answers the question “How do you know your reasons are true?”
3. With their partners they will come up with examples of evidence (instruct them that they may make it up – i.e. statistical) (Comprehension and Word Knowledge)
4. Go over as a class
AFTER

1. Exit ticket – Why is evidence important when you are trying to convince someone about your opinion about a particular issue? (Comprehension)
