	Guided Practice
	 BEFORE
1. Community Call – The U.S. government wants to change the driving law to 18 years old instead of 16. Develop a claim about the issue. Then give me at least one reason with evidence for your claim. (Writing and Comprehension)

2. We will review the Parts of Argument and discuss the student answers.
3. Becky and Dee will perform their Argument Scenes for the class. Using their Argument Scene – Peer Evaluation they will have to evaluate us by writing what our claim, reasons, and evidence was in the scene.
DURING

1. Students will be given 10 minutes to finish their scenes from last week. From last week: The students must then write a short script that contains the claim, reasons, and evidence to perform to the class. For example, the issue is dress code. The scene is two students sitting in a cafeteria and one is trying to convince the other that the school should have a dress code. (Comprehension, Writing, and Fluency)
2. Students will perform their scenes while the others evaluate them.
AFTER

1. Exit ticket – What is the best kind of evidence, in your opinion, to support your reason? Why? (Comprehension/Writing)
	BEFORE

1. Community Call – What rule would you like to change at school? Why? (Writing)
2. Students will go around and read their answers aloud. (Fluency)

3. We will vote on which rule we would like to discuss further.
4. After we decide on a claim the students will Pair-Share with a partner and come up with at least 2 reasons and the evidence why
DURING

1. Pass out types of evidence GO. Each type of evidence will have an explanation. There is a column for their examples as it pertains to the rule that we decided to talk about
2. Remind them that evidence answers the question “How do you know your reasons are true?”
3. With their partners they will come up with examples of evidence (instruct them that they may make it up – i.e. statistical) (Comprehension and Word Knowledge)
4. Go over as a class
AFTER

Exit ticket – Why is evidence important when you are trying to convince someone about your opinion about a particular issue? (Comprehension)
	BEFORE
1. Community Call – The students will pick up examples of evidence (around 10 examples) and they must identify the type of evidence offered. (Comprehension)
2. Review Parts of Argument again with emphasis on the types of evidence

3. I will collect their articles they brought in for homework to be used for the activity tomorrow

DURING

1. Students will be given an Op-Ed from recent days. They are to find a partner and take turns reading aloud the article. While one is reading the other must follow along. While they are reading they must mark the text by identifying the authors claim, reason(s), and evidence. (Fluency and Comprehension)
2. We will come back together as a class to discuss their findings.
***I will predict the words in the article that they may not know and provide definition for them already. We will add them to our word chart and also discuss. (Word Knowledge)

AFTER

Exit Ticket – Please use all the vocabulary words from today in a complete sentence. (Comprehension and Writing)
	BEFORE
1. Community Call – Grammar exercise (commas) 
2. Discuss 
DURING

1. With a short Op-Ed of my choosing, we will popcorn the text. Students will mark the text identifying the claim, reason(s), and evidence. (Fluency and Comprehension)
2. Discuss
3. Using their Op-Ed from previously in the week, the students will work individually reading their article silently, marking text and identifying the claim, reason(s), and evidence. If they did not bring an article, I will provide on for them. (Fluency and Comprehension) ***This will give Becky and I time to work with kids that are struggling to give them some one on one instruction.
AFTER

1. Exit ticket – Write a two paragraph response to your article. In the first paragraph summarize the author’s claim, reason(s), and evidence. In the second paragraph discuss whether you agree or disagree with the author’s claim. Why or why not? (Comprehension  and Writing)
